Prior to the
course being offered the students are given an orientation on the
course details, tentative | esson plan, and course content or |ayout.
Wth nunmerous choices being available to the students in the CBCS it
becones vital to |lay out the objectives of the course and what the
student is going to learn by the end of this course. This enables
the students to make i nforned career choices by selecting the
courses which are aligned with the students.
